After the ceremony, we retired to the school conference room 
and discussed research into the statue's historical title and contemplated its fu-
ture. Later, as the sun began to brighten the statue and Revolutionary murals, the 
school's security chief, who is Hawaiian, hung the big red, white and blue flow-
ered wreath around the neck of the statue, so that the bronze Washington struck 
the pose like the lei-bedecked statue of Duke Kahanamoku on Waikiki Beach! 

President Bothwell’s Remarks at Washington’s Birthday Celebration at GWHS 
SONS OF THE AMERICAN REVOLUTION are here not by any virtue of our own but by chance of birth, de-
scended from patriots who fought in or gave material support to the War for American Independence, 
which of course was led by General Washington. When he was a teenager, he began to write his Rules 
of Civility. He did not invent all the rules but he adopted them, making them his own – 110 rules! Rule 
number 110 is “Keep alive in your heart that spark of celestial fire called conscience.”   
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Pioneering WWII (& Later!) Naval Aviator, Capt. Ned  Broyles to Speak at April 
28th SAR Meeting DON’T MISS HEARING NED (at the amazing and robust age of 95!) DESCRIBE 
HIS NAVY  FLYING CAREER that spanned from the '30s to the '50s. He flew Navy biplanes in the 1930s, 
including a twin engine seaplane, F4B4 fighter, and Curtis SOC scouting plane. He made catapult take-
offs from a cruiser and perilous landings into the open sea beside the ship with recovery in a rescue net. 

Ned took part in the Navy’s efforts to find Amelia Earhart in 1938. In WWII, he was part of the Navy’s 
role in the invasion and capture of Guadalcanal in 1942, flying the Curtis SOC and the PBY-5A “Black 
Cat.” In 1945, Ned provided close air support for the D-Day landings at Iwo Jima and Okinawa, where he 
flew the F4U Corsair. In the Korean War, he flew carrier-based TBM Avengers. The middle 1950s saw 
Ned making jet assisted take-offs of large cargo seaplanes and the first east-to-west Pacific crossing by 
Turbo-Prop in a R3Y Tradewind.
